INTRODUCTION

The effectiveness of the General Plan ultimately depends on how it is
implemented and maintained ower time. State law requires that most actions of
local governments affecting the physical environment be consistent with the
General Plan. Table 10, Implementation Schedule for Actions lists all the
actions that will be required to implement the General Plan, with a timeframe
and responsible party for each action item.

This section contains a goal and policies to ensure that the City of Citrus
Heights maintains a high level of attention to the General Plan by providing for
regular review and updating of Plan policies, and by ensuring that other City
regulations and ordinances are consistent with the General Plan.

Goal 66: Provide for the ongoing
administration and implementation
of the General Plan

Policy 66.1.: Annually review the General Plan, prepare a corresponding
report for public review, and update the Plan as necessary.

Policy 66.2: Conduct a major review of General Plan policies and
background data at five-year intervals from the date of
approval, and revise the Plan as necessary.
